The division is determined by horse/rider ability, not ratings. D3's who compete in the Pre-novice or above
may enter those divisions. They must sign an affidavit and have the permission of the DC and Club riding instructor.

To Qualify for Eventing Training Championships, you must be a C2 or above, be 13 years of age as of January 1 and
compete in a regional training rally __ a USA Eq./USEA recognized event at the Training level, within 11 months
preceding the closing date of the 2006 Training Championships. At least one of these must have no cross-country
jumping penalties, with the other having no more than 20 cross-country jumping penalties. Horse Managers be
substituted as a rider in Combined Eventing. Therefore, the Horse Manager for Championships will be selected from the
high score Horse Manager, not the 5th high score rider; the Horse Manager must be 13 years old as of January 1 and be
rated C1 or higher.

To Qualify for Beginner Novice at the Eventing Beginner Novice Championships, you must be a C1 or above, be at least
12 years of age as of January 1. Horse/rider combination MUST have compete in a USPC Beginner-Novice (or higher)
rally____ a USA Eq/USEA - recognized (or comparable) horse trial, without elimination in any phase, within 1 month
preceding the closing date of the 2006 Championships. At least one of theses two competitions must have no cross-
country jumping penalties, with the other having no more than 20 cross-country jumping penalties. Horse Managers

be substituted as a rider in Combined Training. Therefore, the Horse Manager for Championships will be selected
from the high score Horse Manager, not the 5th high score rider; the Horse Manager must be at least 12 years old as of
Jan 1 and be rated C1 or higher.

To Qualify for Novice competition at the Eventing Novice Championships, you must be a C2 or above, be at least 12
years of age as of January 1. Horse/rider combination MUST have competed in a USPC novice (or higher) rally ___a
USA Eq./USEA -recognized (or comparable) horse trial, without elimination in any phase, within 1 month preceding the
closing date of the 2006 Championships. At lest one of these two competitions must have no cross-country jumping
penalties, with the other having no more than 20 cross-country jumping penalties. Horse Managers be
substituted as a rider in Combined Training. Therefore, the Horse Manager for Championships will be selected from the
high score Horse Manager, not the 5th high score rider; the Horse Manager must be at least 12 years old as of Jan 1 and
be rated C1 or higher.

To Qualify for Preliminary competition at the Eventing Preliminary Championships C3’s and above who wish to ride
Preliminary at Championships must contact the Regional Supervisor, Sheri Sichter. Horse/rider combination MUST have
competed in a USPC Prelim (or higher) rally ___ a USA Eq./USEA -recognized (or comparable) horse trial, __ two
USA Eq./USEA recognized events at the level of competition or higher without elimination in any phase, within 1 month
preceding the closing date of the 2006 Championships. Horse Manager must be at least 14 years old as of Jan 1 and be
rated C1 or higher.

HA/A may qualify for Championships without participating in a Regional rally. Horse/Rider combination must have
competed in two USA Eq./JUSEA recognized events at the level of competition or higher, within 11 months preceding the
closing date of the 2006 Eventing Championships. At least one of these must have no cross-country jumping penalties,
with the other having no more than 20 cross-country jumping penalties They may compete on the Regional team or on a

scramble team.

- & & National selection criteria is based on ride scores, written test and
personal horse management scores which include formal inspection, turn backs, etc. You must also
be a member in good standing in your club, as well as the region.

Poor sportsmanship and poor horse management will automatically disqualify anyone from
championships. In accordance with Regional Policy MWR 6006 The RS and VRS(s) will select the
regional teams from qualified candidates. In addition to the criteria listed for each discipline,
sportsmanship, teamwork and behavior will also be a determining factor.

Teams are filled with the top 4 individual riders who have indicated they wish to be considered. The
stable managers for dressage will the 5th placing rider. The Horse Managers will be the Horse
Manager with the best score that meets the rating/ age requirements. If there is no Horse
Manager wanting to go to Championships, the selection will be made from the remaining qualified
riders based on HM score.

Riders qualifying at the Midwest Rallies will have preference over those qualifying in rallies outside
the region.
